Al Balqa Applied University works under Jordanian Constitution instructions, which 

control human rights and Duties (Jordanian Constitution CHAPTER TWO, Rights and 

Duties of Jordanian: Article 16 ).     

1. Jordanians shall have the right to hold meetings within the limits of the law. 

2. Jordanians are entitled to establish societies and political parties provided that the 

objects of such societies and parties are lawful, their methods peaceful, and their 

by-laws not contrary to the provisions of the Constitution. 

3. The establishment of societies and political parties and the control of their 

resources shall be regulated by law.

Labor Law and its amendments No. 8 of  1996 Page No.190 (“A decision made to 

classify the occupations and industries whose workers are entitled to establish unions”
