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Democratic Student Representation at BAU

Student scientific associations exist at faculties of Al-Balga Applied University
(BAU) to serve as academic extracurricular support agencies for their student
population. The university officially provides "Instructions for Student Scientific
Associations at Al-Balga Applied University" with specific rules governing these

associations.

Democratic Student Representation at BAU: Annual Election Process

The Student Scientific Associations in BAU colleges successfully carry out
democratic student representation through their yearly voting processes. The
elections function under leadership from the Dean of Student Affairs and the Higher
Elections Committee to provide students with governance participation. Student
representatives embrace three duties following their election: addressing academic
and scientific matters, improving cultural and social activities, and enhancing
student-administrator and student-faculty relationships. The method promotes
democratic principles while fostering student involvement across the university

space according to BAU's commitment to these values.
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Al-Balga Applied University (BAU) has established comprehensive regulations
governing student scientific associations, as outlined in the official document titled
"Instructions for Student Scientific Associations at Al-Balqa Applied University."
These regulations were enacted based on the decision of the University's Council of

Deans No. 2018/2017/510, dated February 5, 2018.
Key Provisions of the Regulations:

1- Establishment and Objectives:

Each college within BAU forms a "Student Scientific Association" to represent its

students, with its headquarters located on the college campus.

2- The objectives of these associations include:

e Representing students and addressing their academic concerns with the
college administration.

e Participating in supporting the academic, cultural, and social journey of
university students.

e Providing opportunities for positive academic interaction between students,

faculty, staff, and the college administration.
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Fostering a spirit of dialogue, respect for diverse opinions, and enhancing

cooperation.

e Encouraging participation in various purposeful student activities that
contribute to the advancement of the educational process.

e Promoting a sense of belonging to the nation and its leadership.

e Facilitating constructive engagement with local communities and their
institutions, in coordination with the college administration, to achieve the
university's goals.

e Collaborating with the college administration to provide assistance to needy

students, with prior approval.

e Maintaining the university's reputation and property.

3. Membership and Elections:

e The General Assembly comprises students enrolled in the college seeking a
degree (Bachelor's or Diploma) and attending classes.

e The Administrative Body of the association consists of elected members from
the General Assembly, with a minimum of five members and not exceeding

the number of academic departments in the college.
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4. Eligibility criteria for candidacy include:

e A cumulative GPA of at least "Good."
e Enrollment in at least 12 credit hours during the election semester.
e Completion of at least one semester at the college.

o At least two semesters remaining before graduation, excluding the election

semester.

e No prior disciplinary actions.

5.0perational Guidelines:

e Associations must operate within the university's regulations and are
prohibited from engaging in activities beyond their specified objectives.

e Meetings and activities should be conducted on campus in designated areas
approved by the college administration.

e Members are expected to adhere to university regulations, association bylaws,

and work towards achieving the association's goals.
